2. Follow up to proposal to Rev. Manish about planning a RJ service

· Rev. Manish’s response not encouraging 
· Carolyn recommended continuing to pursue idea, all endorsed

3. Discussed creative arts project for WHV with support from Amani Sawari (amanisawari@gmail.com)
· Priscilla will talk to Hope about what the women are able to do in the area of making crafts we might be able to sell (and contribute to a fundraiser)
· Sub-group:  Mary Ann, Priscilla, Susan and Ginny:  Carolyn will set up zoom for subgroup after new year

4. Follow up on Lawanda's video – about 3 min. long, covering her thoughts about release and how reintegrating into society (“principles about pitch”)
- Mary Ann, Kathy, Carolyn  will complete in January; Ed says no problem paying out Social Justice monies from 2021 in January 2022

5. Programming 
A. January forum – 1/9/22 1-3pm Tim, Mary Ann, Kathy – Part 1-“What is Restorative Justice?” – Powerpoint presentation and role play; in person and zoom; Kathy asks ALL RJUUAA members to please promote with your groups (attached is bulletin copy which also contains zoom link)
B. February forum – 2/20/22, 1-3pm (unless UUAA changes to 1 service) Priscilla working with AFSC (LaWanda and Demetrius speaking)
C. March forum – Part 2 – “What is Restorative Justice” in person only and actual healing circle (Kathy, Tim, Mary Ann)

6. Reentry ministry at UUAA - Priscilla, Mary Ann (see attached proposal) – main idea: “ministry to support recently released women in the form of companionship with a volunteer as well as some direct aid as needed.”
· 5 Action Steps:
· Determine criteria for support (who, what, how much, how long, etc) (MA)
· Create a comprehensive list of currently existing resources in the community (PT)
· Establish procedure for volunteer recruitment, orientation, and support (PT)
· Develop a budget and identify fundraising sources (ML, Ginny will meet with Ed for guidance about a fundraising effort (like immigration did)
· Develop strategies for educating the congregation about this ministry (sub-group willing to work on once resources, etc.  are identified – Gathering Tables, tables in social hall after services, etc. (Tim, Carolyn)
· MA will also research other UU prison ministry programs (e.g.: Illinois, Mass) 
· Group will still meet with Mary King to help assess local resources; Priscilla already identified several local resources we can use and will work with ICPJ intern resources.

PLANNING FOR 2022

Theme for year:  Educate the UUAA congregation about our Restorative Justice Ministry

Programs in support:
1. Show films about on Friday Activity nights – perhaps every quarter.
2. Films will show the humanity of incarcerated persons – humanize this population
3. Start showing films in APRIL
4. Carolyn will talk to Hannah to find out if Friday Activity nights are a possibility, and if we were to repeatedly show films
5. Mary Lynn and Susan will review films we know about and other films to find the best ones to show and bring to the group at the nest meeting
6. We could partner with the DRC and other groups with these showings
7. Consider May for Craig Harvey’s presentation on trauma and healing and RJ Practices – Mary Ann and Kathy
8. Tim talked about his efforts with Mike Muha to support veterans with PTSD, and those incarcerated; also to work with the Prosecutor, county, etc. to keep vets out of criminal system;  First – they are defining the problem; building a plan; finding what resources are available both locally and nationally.  ML knows a woman in WHV who knows about vets there.
